The History of WASAcon' t .

HENRY CHARLES PRINCEP - born 1844 in Calcutta, India Arrived in WA in 1866 . Helped found the Wilgie
club. Married Josephine Bussell in February 1868. President from1904 to 1905. Died 1922.

SIR WINTHROP HACKETT - Born 1847 -1916. President 1911-1913? The Art Gallery gave this
information, but any information of him connected to the Society could not be found. There is a gap on
the History from 1905 -1920.

DUNCAN McGREGOR WHYTE- born in Argle, Scotland in 1866. Arrived in Sydney in 1913 - moved to
Perth November 1916 - President from 1920-1921. Returned to Scotland in 1923- Died in 1953.

JAMES WALTER ROBERT LINTON - born 14t June 1869 London - second of 11 children. Immigrated to
Australia in 1896 to look after his family gold mining interests in Kalgoorlie after studying in England.
Established Linton Art School in Perth in 1899. Linton Married Charlotte Bates Barrow born 1876- 1949
who he met as a student at the art school and as a fellow member of the W.A. Society of Arts. They were
married at St George’s Cathedral on April the 26th 1902. They had three children. James was President
from 1919-1922. Died in 1947.

WALTER PATERSON MESTON - born in Scotland 1870 - mainly self taught. Moved to New Zealand 1884,
before coming to W.A. 1887. Joined the W.A. Society of Arts 1898. Was president from 1924-1927 and
remained a member until 1933-died 1936.

The Lawrie Bennett Award 2018

The annual LBA for en plein air painting took place at
the February meeting due to the decision to bring the
Annual Exhibition forward to March this year.

As in previous years an experienced judge was asked
not merely to select a winner among the entries, but
to give her critique of those works; which is both
instructive and a little nerve wracking for those
participating! Jana Vodesil-Baruffi recent winner of
the ‘Black Swan Prize for Portraiture’ was our judge.

Twenty-one works were entered in all mediums and
styles with a good range of subject matter. The
standard was high and speaks of the strong affinity among members for painting outdoors.

Jana emphasised certain aspects of the paintings in particular the basics of composition the horizon line
(try not to divide in two equal parts), perspective and an oft-
set focal point, the avoidance of repetitive features and the
need to capture the viewer’s interest with strong and
confident tones and colours about the focal point.

These are of course matters common to all works but in
addition plein air works have to be decisive and unfussy and
impressionistic as there is no time to get bogged down. A
bright underpainting to unite the painting and the
introduction of figures in a landscape rural or urban to lift
the interest were suggestions made by Jana.

Each of the paintings was discussed in the context of Jana’s
guidelines. A very instructive evening. She was clearly
impressed with the overall standard of the work. But there can only be one winner of the award and this
went to Sue Cross.
